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In Southern Nevada spring has sprung.  The wild flowers are out, the guzzlers 
are full and the green up is lush.  What a beginning for 2008!  LetÕs hope in 
April we get a dash of rain to continue the expanse of our flora and fauna. 
 
I would like to thank Lynn Stockman, Eddie and Pete Pribyl, Craig Stevenson 
and welder extraordinaire, Allen Campbell who helicoptered to Arrows 2 
project and extended the drinker approximately six inches, which in effect 
added 1800 gallons of water to this project.  You guys did a terrific job! 
 
The project of our satellite collars are paying back already, tenfold, in 
information that NDOW is receiving and the unexpected day to day travel of 
bighorn sheep during this lamb period.  Four of the eleven sheep with satellite 
collars have died.  One appears to be from stress of the capture or giving 
birth, one to a bobcat, and two to different lions.  One lion was removed from 
this test site and the other is currently being pursued.  It is very educational to 
receive the mortality transmissions so the biologists can locate the animal to 
tell what is going on with that population.  We will have further information as 
it becomes available from NDOW, but your monies are well spent on this 
information. 
 
Saturday, April 19, we will be doing a complete rebuild on the Silver Peak 3 
guzzler project at 8:00 AM, near Tonopah.  We will be helicoptering into the 
site from the helicopter base and encourage all members to attend.  A few of 
us are camping out Friday and Saturday night at the base camp and we will 
be cooking steaks on the BBQ Saturday night as a thank you to those in 
attendance.  Attached you will find a map and directions to this operation.  
We need your help in this guzzler project.  If you have not been on a guzzler 
project before and would like to go but donÕt know what to bring, please call 
me and I will be glad to assist.  Anyone who enjoys cooking and would like to 
assist in Saturday nights dinner, please contact me.  This looks like a fun 
project and should be cool weather.  Please bring layered clothing for the day, 
some sunscreen, and water.
